So then the Pharisees also 
asked him how he was able to see. He said to them, “He put clay on my eyes, and I washed, and now I can see.” So some 
of the Pharisees said, “This man is not from God, because he does not keep the sabbath.” But others said, “How can a sin-
ful man do such signs?”
