Brothers and sisters: I consider that the sufferings of this present time are as nothing compared with 
the glory to be revealed for us. For creation awaits with eager expectation the revelation of the chil-
dren of God; for creation was made subject to futility, not of its own accord but because of the one 
who subjected it, in hope that creation itself would be set free from slavery to corruption and share in 
the glorious freedom of the children of God. We know that all creation is groaning in labor pains 
even until now; and not only that, but we ourselves, who have the firstfruits of the Spirit, 
we also groan within ourselves as we wait for adoption, the redemption of our bodies.  
Gospel Matthew 13:1-9  
On that day, Jesus went out of the house and sat down by the sea.  Such large crowds gathered 
around him that he got into a boat and sat down, and the whole crowd stood along the shore.  And 
he spoke to them at length in parables, saying: "A sower went out to sow. And as he sowed, some 
seed fell on the path, and birds came and ate it up.  Some fell on rocky ground, where it had little 
soil. It sprang up at once because the soil was not deep, and when the sun rose it was scorched, 
and it withered for lack of roots. Some seed fell among thorns, and the thorns grew up and choked 
it. But some seed fell on rich soil and produced fruit, a hundred or sixty or thirtyfold. Whoever has 
ears ought to hear."
